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Paradise Cove Luau – Paradise Cove is located on a beautiful 12 acre beachfront estate, perfect for sunset. They do charge $13 for transportation from Waikiki. The seating for the luau is based on which package you purchased. They do have arts, crafts and games prior to the luau and is very family friendly.  The Hawaiian buffet selection is a bit limited.  If you are looking for the picture perfect setting at ocean front this is the luau for you. This luau is within walking distance of the Ko Olina Resort and the new Disney Resort.

Germaine’s Luau – Germaine’s Luau is a backyard style luau.  Germaine’s has free transportation as they do not want clients to drink and drive. They are located near an industrial park, so you do see some industry nearby. The seating for Germaine’s Luau is first come, first seated, but the luau is on a much smaller scale and all seats have good views of the stage. Germaine’s Luau does not charge for toddlers and gives young children their own dinner plate and has free juice and soft drinks. Germaine’s has more local food on their menu than Paradise Cove. It is more of a party atmosphere and has more crowd participation.  

Hilton Hawaiian Village Starlight Luau – Conveniently located in Waikiki and with in walking distance from most major Waikiki Hotels.  The luau site is located on a rooftop not on the beach. The stage is in the middle of the audience, so all seats have a good view of the stage. The food at this luau is more diverse and surpasses anything the other luaus offer. The Polynesian Entertainment is superb with four fire knife dancers making this show one of a kind. Its location, mini buffet for the children, and early ending time make this a great luau for those who have very young children. Transportation is not available.


Polynesian Cultural Center – Polynesian Cultural Center is an all day educational experience that is run by the Mormon Church, so no alcohol is available. The Polynesian Cultural Center is located on 42 acres and contains eight villages that you can visit, as well as a day show, and an IMAX Theater.  Expect large crowds and dinner is in a pavilion type setting and has the typical Hawaiian food.  They have music/entertainment during dinner. The evening show has 130 dancers and is the biggest production of them all. They charge $22.00 per person for transportation.
